his month (May) last year,

2014, saw a tectonic shift in

the political history of post-
independent India. This shift
heralded a new tryst with destiny, a
tryst that the people of India had
long awaited. The politics of
aspiration, the politics of
commitment, the politics of
performance and of stability
triumphed over that of division,
fear, clash and hate. Reposing faith
in a new vision for India, reposing
faith in a new articulation and
direction that promised to work for
India's re-emergence in the comity
of nations as a confident, self-reliant
and vibrant nation, the people of
India determinedly voted for
change. In the midst of intense
gloom and despondency the conch-
shell of a new victory was heard and
a new beginning for India was
announced.

The old politics which thrived on
false promises, on generating a
sense of victimhood and which
reveled in encouraging fear-
mongering stood rejected. Those
who had raised a bogey of fear, of
conflict and of instability also were
silenced seeing the wise choice of
the people of India.

Prime Minister Modi's promise,
since made, to work tirelessly for the
integral upliftment of India, for
empowering and instilling
confidence and strength into the
most downtrodden and neglected
Indian, has made rapid progress,
crossing one milestone after
another. Stability, harmony, unity
and commitment have been the
watchword of the Narendra Modi
Governmentin thelast oneyear.

In every step that he has taken,
Prime Minister Modi has stood true
to his word of working for national
interest and of working as a team.
The last one year has been crowded
with achievements, the principal
plants that would ultimately join
and flower into the great tree of
India's destiny have been all
planted, no section has been left out,
no sector has been neglected.

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upon with a different attitude and
Prime Minister Modi is right when
he says that it has happened in the
last one year. India, under Narendra
Modi, has been surely and
confidently re-laying its
civilisational bridges by reaching
out to those sections and regions
that wish to forge a stronger
partnership with her.

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I Decided That I Would Not Live For
Myself But Would Live For Others

On what he has learned so far
about running India: The biggest
challenge was that I was new to the
federal government structures.
Different departments tend to work
in silos—each department seems to
[be] a government in itself. My effort
has been to break these silos down,
[so that] everybody ... looks at a
problem in a collective manner. I see
the federal government not as an
assembled entity but as an organic
entity.

On how he sees the U.S.: We are
natural allies ... [It's not] what India
can do for the U.S., what the U.S. can
do for India ... The way we should
look at it is what India and the U.S.
can together do for the world ...
strengthening democratic values all
over.

On India's sometimes tense relations
with China: For nearly three decades
there has been, by and large, peace
and tranquility on the India-China
border. Not a single bullet has been
fired for over a quarter-century. Both
countries are showing great maturity
and a commitment to economic
cooperation.

On the possibility of the
Taliban's returning to power in
Afghanistan: The drawdown of
U.S. troops is, of course, an
independent decision of the

o

American government, but in the
interest of a stable government in
Afghanistan, it would be important to
hold consultations with the Afghan
government to understand their
security needs as the U.S. troops draw
down.

On tackling the threat of terrorism:
We should not look at terrorism from
the nameplates—which group they
belong to, what is their geographical
location, who are the victims. These
individual groups or names will keep
changing. Today you are looking at
the Taliban or ISIS; tomorrow you
might belooking at another name.

We should pass the U.N.'s
Comprehensive Convention on
International Terrorism. At least it
will clearly establish whom you view
as aterroristand whom you don't. We
need to delink terrorism from
religion—to isolate terrorists who use
this interchange of arguments
between terrorism and religion.

Several countries used to see
terrorism as a law-and-order
situation of individual countries. We
should see it as something that is a
fight for human values.

On whether economic reforms
have gone far and fast enough:
[This time] last year, nothing seemed
to be happening in the government.




There seemed to be a complete policy
paralysis ... There was no leadership.
My government's coming to power
should be viewed in the context of the
developments of the 10 years of the
last government vs. 10 months of my
government ... The whole world is,
once again, excited and enthusiastic
about India and the opportunities
that India represents. Whether it is
the IMF, the World Bank, Moody's or
other credit agencies, they are all
saying in one voice that India has a
great economic future.

On whether he would like to
have the kind of authoritarian
power that China's leader has:
Indiais a democracy; it isin our DNA.
As far as the different political parties
are concerned, I firmly believe that
they have the maturity and wisdom to
make decisions that are in the best
interests of the nation. So if you were
to ask me whether you need a
dictatorship to run India, No, you do
not. Whether you need a powerful
person who believes in concentrating
power, No, you do not. If you were to
ask me to choose between democratic
values and wealth, power, prosperity
and fame, I will very easily and
without any doubt choose democratic
values.

On India's religious diversity,
which some citizens believe is
under siege: My philosophy, the
philosophy of my party and the
philosophy of my government is

Sabkasaath, sabkavikas—“Together
with all, progress for all.” Take
everybody together and move toward
inclusive growth. Wherever a
[negative] view might have been
expressed [about] a minority
religion, we have immediately
negated that. So far as the
government is concerned, there is
only one holy book, which is the
constitution of India. The unity and
the integrity of the country are the
topmost priorities. All religions and
all communities have the same rights,
and it is my responsibility to ensure
their complete and total protection.
My government will not tolerate or
accept any discrimination based on
caste, creed and religion.

On what influences him: This
touches my deepest core. I was born
in a very poor family. I used to sell tea
in a railway coach as a child. My
mother used to wash utensils and do
lowly household work in the houses
of others to earn a livelihood. I have
seen poverty very closely. I have lived
in poverty. As a child, my entire
childhood was steeped in poverty.
For me, poverty, in a way, was the
first inspiration of my life ... I decided
that I would not live for myself but
would live for others.

Three features surrounding the
passage of the LBA Bill deserve
special mention. The first is that
through this, PM Modi has
demonstrably given priority to the
sensitivities of an important
neighbour, Bangladesh. For Prime
Minister Sheikh Hasina this strong
step by India has brought her the
much-needed reaffirmation, even
positive vindication of the policies
followed by her father Sheikh Mujib
and by her. Hailing the passage of
the LBA by the Indian Parliament as
a milestone, Sheikh Hasina
described India as a 'trusted friend’,
adding that all her political
opponents who have hitherto
accused Awami League of 'selling off
the country' by concluding the LBA
with India have now been silenced,
seeing the benefits accruing to
Bangladesh through this
agreement.

Secondly, the unanimity of the
final vote on the LBA in the Lok
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the unanimity of the final
vote on the LBA in the Lok
Sabha has been welcomed
and carefully noted, as the
successful outcome of PM
Modi's balancing act in
bringing together state
governments, opposition
parties and sections of his
own party, especially the
BJP's state unit in Assam.

Finally, it is important to
highlight the crucial role of India's
border-state governments in
creating consensus about and
overcoming differences on sensitive
issues with Bangladesh (this applies
equally to the states sharing land-
borders with India's other
neighbours). The five states sharing
land borders with Bangladesh are
West Bengal, Assam, Meghalaya,
Tripura and Mizoram. Whether in
concluding the 1996 Ganga Water's
Treaty with Bangladesh, or in
agreeing upon how to tackle the
politically volatile issue concerning
land held under adverse possession,
it is the cooperation of the state-
governments that has ultimately
clinched the issue. Even though
foreign policy, and concluding
international agreements falls
squarely within the prerogative of

the central government, with
India's neighbours the cooperation
and support of the border-state
governments is indispensable in the
implementation of any such
agreements. The reasons for the
delay, in 2011, in signing the
agreement on sharing of the Teesta
river waters, are still fresh in
everyone's memory. That is why PM
Modi's Team India approach, which
includes Chief Ministers of State
governments as part of policy-
making and policy-implementation
structures, has brought in a breath
of fresh air, a new paradigm which is
an essential and indispensable
component of PM Modi's
'neighbourhood first' foreign policy.

The land boundary settlement
with Bangladesh has come into
force less than a year after the
maritime boundary between our
two nations was finalized through
the July 7 2014 landmark judgment
of the Hague-based Permanent
Court of Attribution, bringing
closure on yet another issue that
was hanging fire for decades. Taken
together, these provide the solid
foundation for fresh initiatives
aimed at taking India's friendship
and cooperation with Bangladesh to
new heights, and working towards
new paradigms of bilateralism and
regionalism across South Asia. In
order to understand and explore
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new potential, let us look back at
how the Land Boundary Agreement
came into being, and then explore
the way forward.

The Principle Issues of the
Land Boundary Agreement
(LBA)

The operationalization of the
India Bangladesh LBA has resolved
issues that date back not just to
1974, the year when, on May 16, the
Agreement on the Demarcation of
the Land Boundary between India
and Bangladesh was signed
between Prime Minister Indira
Gandhi and Prime Minister Sheikh
Mujibur Rahman. The issues
involved date back to 1947, when
the state of Bengal was partitioned
into India and (East) Pakistan on
the basis of the Cyril Radcliffe
Award. The Radcliffe Award was
hastily drawn up, with hardly any
reference to or consideration of the
ground-situation, since there was
no time for field-visits.

Thus, the dispute over Berubari
arose because, while dividing the
district of Jalpaiguri between India
and (East) Pakistan by naming
individual thanas, the Radcliffe
award omitted the mention of one
thana, Thana Boda. This omission,
combined with an erroneous
depiction on the map annexed with
the Radcliffe award, led to the
dispute. Eventually, even after the
1974 LBA was finalized, there was

still an undemarcated portion of the
India Bangladesh border
amounting to 1.5 kilometres (km),
known as the Daikhata-Berubari
sector in West Bengal. Similarly
there are two other undemarcated
sectors, the Lathitilla-Dumabari
sector (2.9 km) in Karimganj
district in Assam and Moulvibazar
district in Bangladesh), and the
Muhuri River border (1.6 km) in
South Tripura district of Tripura
State, and Feni district of
Bangladesh. These three strips
added up to just over 6 km of
undemarcated border in the total
border of 4,096 km between India
and Bangladesh.

The problem relating to enclaves
essentially involves two erstwhile
princely states, Koch Bihar and
Rangpur. At the time of the
Radcliffe award, neither of these
states had exercised the option of
acceding to India or to Pakistan. So
the enclaves, or chit-lands (chit-
mahals in Bengali) and the issues
surrounding them, were completely
left out of the reckoning in the
Radcliffe award. There are 111
Indian enclaves in East Pakistan
(now Bangladesh), spread over four
districts of the Rangpur Division:
Panchagarh, Lalmonirhat,
Kurigram and Nilphamari, totaling
17,160 acres, with 37,334 residents.
There are 51 Bangladesh enclaves in
India, all in West Bengal's
Kochbihar district, totaling 7,110
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acres, with 14,215 residents. These
enclaves or pockets of land could
have changed ownership as the
result of local conquests, or even as
the means of paying off gambling
debts! Any considerations of 'loss of
territory' resulting from the area of
Indian enclaves being far more than
that of the Bangladesh enclaves is
entirely notional, since these lands
are completely inaccessible and, for
all practical purposes, have not been
under Indian administration since

1947.

The problems surrounding
adverse possessions had existed on
the ground for decades (if not
more), where cultivation of certain
pockets of land was being done by
those who were not residents of
these areas. Cyril Radcliffe just did
not take this ground-reality into
account because of lack of
knowledge and/or paucity of time
for field visits. As a result, the
Radcliffe Award, in several
instances meant that the newly-
created international boundary
awarded land to India (or East
Pakistan) even though, on the
ground, there were contiguous
parcels of land beyond these
boundaries where the residents/
cultivators were citizens of the other
country. The lands held under
adverse possession amounted to a
total of approximately 5,044 acres,
with 2,777 acres in Indian territory
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Any considerations of 'loss of

and 2,267in Bangladesh territory.

The acts of omission (and
commission) in the Radcliffe Award
in respect of East Pakistan led to
serious differences between India
and Pakistan, so much so that in
September 1958, following a
meeting between their respective
Prime Ministers, Jawaharlal Nehru
and Feroze Khan Noon, the Nehru
Noon Agreement was concluded.
Among other territorial
adjustments, the exchange of
enclaves was agreed upon “without
claim to compensation for extra
area going to Pakistan”, and the
Berubari Union No. 12 was divided
so as to give the southern half to
Pakistan. To implement this
Agreement, the Indian Parliament
adopted, in 1960, the Constitution
9" Amendment Act and Acquired
Territories (Merger) Act. However,
implementation could not be
effected because of a series of writ
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petitions filed in the Supreme Court
of India challenging this legislation.
The State of West Bengal was firmly
opposed to the transfer of any
portion of Berubari to Pakistan.
There was strong public sentiment
and sensitivity involved, especially
because of the temple regarded as
one of the 51 Shakti Peethas located
there, making it an important
pilgrimage centre. The Supreme
Court's decision made it clear that
the Executive could not, on its own,
cede any portion of Indian territory,
and since the Nehru Noon
Agreement was a composite whole,
it could not be implemented in
parts. It was not till 1971 that the
matter was finally settled through
the Supreme Court, but by that
time, all of East Pakistan was
aflame.

After the Liberation War of 1971,
through which Bangladesh emerged
as an independent nation, the
boundary issue was revisited
comprehensively in discussions
between the Prime Ministers, Indira
Gandhi and Sheikh Mujibur
Rahman. In May 1974, in New
Delhi, the Land Boundary
Agreement (LBA) was concluded
and signed, a far more detailed and
all-encompassing document than
the Nehru-Noon Agreement. Full
details of the border demarcation
between India and Bangladesh were
spelt out. The decision on Berubari

T

Union no. 12 was reversed, with the
entirety now remaining with India.
In exchange, the Dahagram
Angarpota enclave was given to
Bangladesh, together with the
decision to lease in perpetuity to
Bangladesh the Tin Bigha corridor,
in order to allow uninterrupted
access between this enclave and
mainland Bangladesh. The decision
on exchange of enclaves was
reinforced with the important
clarification that “the people in
these areas shall be given the right of
staying on where they are, as
nationals of the State to which the
areas are transferred”. The issue of
territories in adverse possessions
was brought in for the first time,
with the specific decision that all
such adversely possessed territories
should revert to the original owner,
as demarcated in the Radcliffe
Award.

The 1974 LBA was ratified by the
Parliament of Bangladesh. In India,
ratification could not take place
because, when moving the
Constitutional Amendment for
approval of the House, the proposed
changes in the boundary/ territory
of India, delineated on the map, had
to be placed before the House as
well. And this was not possible
because the process of demarcation
and delineation was nowhere near
completion. Bangladesh has always
held a grouse that the Indian
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Parliament did not ratify the 1974
LBA, while the Bangladesh
Parliament did so very
expeditiously. De jure, however, the
ratification by the Bangladesh
Parliament was only part of the
process. This ratification could not
come into effect until the maps
delineating the new boundary/
territory acquired or ceded were
placed on the floor of the House. De
facto, therefore, India and
Bangladesh were in the same
position of not being able to
complete the ratification process.

After the tragic and brutal
assassination of Bangabandhu
Sheikh Mujibur Rahman on
15"August 1975, followed by fifteen

years of military dictatorship in
Bangladesh, all movement towards
implementing the LBA by
completing the processes of
demarcation and delineation were,
in effect, indefinitely postponed.

It was only twenty years later, in
1996, when Sheikh Hasina won the
elections in Bangladesh and began
her first term as Prime Minister,
that the LBA issues were revisited
once again through revival of
discussions between India and
Bangladesh. There was a non-
Congress government in power in
Delhi, and in April 1997, for the first
time ever, the list of enclaves along
with maps was jointly reconciled,
signed and exchanged between the




two governments. However, this
piecemeal approach was not
enough. The areas held under
adverse possessions, in particular,
had become the source of tension,
leading to firing incidents between
the border guarding forces of the
two countries, the Indian BSF
(Border Security Force) and the
Bangladesh BDR (Bangladesh
Rifles). The inhabitants of the
enclaves, too, were suffering
dismally. They did not enjoy full
legal rights as citizens of either
country. The territories they lived in
were denied basic infrastructure
facilities, including electricity,
infrastructure, schools and health
services. Due to lack of access, there
was very little policing or
maintenance of law and order,
leading to several enclaves
becoming hotbeds of criminal
activity. Residents of the enclaves
had little or no facilities for
assistance in the event of natural
disasters like flooding or drought.
Theirs was a blighted existence from
every point of view.

The NDA government that came
to power in India in 1999 focused on
bringing about a comprehensive
resolution of all aspects of the
boundary issue between India and
Bangladesh, deeming this to be
essential from the point of view of
national security, bilateral
relations, and for regional stability
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and prosperity. With these
objectives, both governments
agreed in 2001 to establish the Joint
Boundary Working Group (JBWG).
The mandate of the JBWG was to
evolve a comprehensive package
proposal that would resolve all
aspects of the boundary issue: the
undemarcated portion of 6.1 km of
the boundary (in three segments),
the enclaves, and the adverse
possessions. They were also
mandated to erect permanent
boundary pillars wherever
necessary.

The setting up of the JBWG
proved to be a turning point in the
resolution of the boundary issues
between India and Bangladesh. It
provided the forum for discussions
and exchange of documents at the
technical level, between the land
survey authorities of the two
countries, bringing in the state-level
land settlement authorities as well.
Despite the four-year gap (2002 to
2006) between JBWG meetings
when Khaleda Zia was Prime
Minister of Bangladesh, the July
2006 meeting took the crucial
decision to undertake joint visits to
all disputed border areas and
territories. At the fourth meeting of
the JBWG, it was agreed to take into
account the situation on the ground
and the wishes of the people
residing in the areas involved. All
this greatly facilitated the process of
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This is the real value and
worth of PM Modi living up
to his assurances of trust,
friendship and cooperation
so sincerely extended to PM
Sheikh Hasina.

consensus-building. These
initiatives was strongly followed up,
first under the Army-backed
Caretaker Government in
Bangladesh (2007-08) and then
with the return to power of Prime
Minister Sheikh Hasina in January
20009.

The joint visits were crucial in
understanding the strong feelings
among local residents against
implementation of the 1974 LBA
decision as regards territories held
under adverse possession. As far
back as 2002, the West Bengal
government had suggested that the
boundary be realigned with the line
of actual possession, thus
converting the de facto boundary
into a de jure control. Government
of Meghalaya, too, requested for the
status quo to be maintained on the
adverse possessions. However, it
was only after joint visits to some of
the adverse possessions in 2007
that both sides were able to agree on
this position, taking into account
the strong views expressed by the
residents.

Years of painstaking work paid off
by August 2011, when both sides

were able to agree upon and sign
joint border maps, settling decades
of differences relating to each of the
LBA issues. The Protocol to the 1974
LBA was signed in September 2011
during Prime Minister Manmohan
Singh's visit to Dhaka. The visit
itself was considered successful,
even though it took place later than
expected, more than 20months
after PM Sheikh Hasina's visit to
India in January 2010. For the first
time, the Tin Bigha corridor was
declared open for 24-hour use,
fulfilling a pledge dating back to the
1974 LBA. However, the UPA
government stumbled over the
ratification process for the LBA Bill,
including the Protocol. In
September 2011, the LBA issue was
not politically controversial. The
BJP and other constituent parties of
the NDA had not expressed any
major opposition to the passing of
the constitutional amendment that
would bring this Bill into force.
There were difficulties expressed by
the Chief Minister of West Bengal,
and political controversy did erupt
in Assam, but neither of these was
serious enough to hold up, for more
than two years, the introduction in
the Indian Parliament of the
required constitutional amendment
bill. By the time the UPA
government introduced this Bill in
Parliament in December 2013, the
2014 Lok Sabha elections were too
near, and the BJP-led NDA were no
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longer willing to support the
constitutional amendment.

This delay of more than two years
by the UPA government has had a
negative effect on the public psyche
in Bangladesh. The political
opposition (and the anti-India
lobbies) combined to emphasise
that the endless wait for India's
ratification of the LBA, a process
begun in 1974 for Bangladesh, but
actually dating back to 1958, still
had not ended.

This rather detailed account of
the LBA brings out why the people
of Bangladesh have responded so
well to the completion of a process
that started with the partition of the
Indian subcontinent. This is the real
value and worth of PM Modi living
up to his assurances of trust,

friendship and cooperation so
sincerely extended to PM Sheikh
Hasina.

The Way Forward

The way forward with Bangladesh
is surely one that builds upon and
carries forward the goodwill
generated by the completion of the
LBA process. The first focus should
be on the smooth implementation of
all the LBA provisions. There may
not be much by way of exchange of
populations, but the territories now
joining the Indian Union need to be
smoothly integrated, with provision
of citizenship to the residents, and
of all civic amenities to make their
lives comfortable after what has
been a very long wait! The West
Bengal (now Paschimbanga)
government could even consider
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setting up special economic zones in
these areas, to promote trade and
investment among India,
Bangladesh and other neighbouring
countries, notably, Bhutan, Nepal
and even Myanmar. More effective
border management through
mutually agreed measures to
control illegal activities, including
cross-border human trafficking,
cattle-smuggling, and movement of
extremist and insurgent groups is a
natural corollary of the completed
LBA.

The people of Bangladesh will,
with all justification, now look
forward to the early signing of the
Teesta river water sharing
agreement, the one that was
prepared but could not be signed in
September 2011. In revisiting the
Teesta issue, we could take a leaf out
of the LBA process by considering
joint assessment of the flows in the
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Teesta. A joint hydrological survey
would ensure that there is no
misunderstanding about the
availability of lean-season water
flows in the Teesta.

In the meanwhile, Bangladesh
and India should carry forward the
good work started with the
successful and burgeoning
cooperation in the power sector.
They should strengthen bilateral
and sub-regional connectivity,
invigorate our trade and investment
cooperation, and above all, inhibit
mischief-mongers through
enhanced people-to-people
exchanges.

Giant Step Towards Creating a Universal
Social Security Framework

fter Jan Dhan Yojana and

providing bank accounts to

15 crore unbanked people,
Prime Minister Narendra Modi
recently launched three social
security schemes, including a Re 1
per day insurance cover, and said
that the poor need empowerment,
not aid — three mega social security
initiatives include one pension and
two insurance schemes. These are
Pradhan Mantri Jeevan Jyoti Bima
Yojana (PMJJBY) and Pradhan
Mantri Suraksha Bima Yojana
(PMSBY) and Atal Pension Yojana
(APY).

The reality is that 80-90 per cent
people in the country neither have
insurance cover nor any possibility
of pension.While the three
schemes will come into force from
June 1 but in the first seven days of
the trial-run, banks have enrolled
5.05 crore people, including 42
lakh from West Bengal. The
schemes — Pradhan Mantri Jeevan
Jyoti Bima Yojana (PMJJBY),
Pradhan Mantri Suraksha Bima
Yojana (PMSBY) and Atal Pension
Yojana (APY) — were
simultaneously launched at 115
locations throughout the country.

PMSBY will offer a renewable one
year accidental death-cum-
disability cover of Rs 2 lakh for
partial/permanent disability to all
savings bank account holders in the
age group of 18-70 years for a
premium of Rs 12 per annum per
subscriber.

PMJJBY, on the other hand, will
offer a renewable one year life cover
of Rs 2 lakh to all savings bank
account holders in the age group of
18-50 years, covering death due to
any reason, for a premium of Rs 330
per annum per subscriber.
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Atal Pension Yojana will focus on
the unorganised sector and provide
subscribers a fixed minimum
pension of Rs 1,000, Rs 2,000, Rs
3,000, Rs 4,000 or Rs 5,000 per
month, starting at the age of 60
years, depending on the
contribution option exercised on
entering at an age between 18 and
40 years.

It is a giant step towards creating a
social security framework and will
boost financial inclusion in the
country. Establishing linkages of
three social security schemes with
bank accounts will go a long way in
expanding penetration of insurance
and pension in the country and
serve the cause of extending
universal social security cover in
most economical and efficient
manner. The initiatives are aimed at
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providing affordable universal
access to essential social security
protection in a convenient manner.
This is a very important step
forward in country's ability to
provide adequate and affordable
social protection to all citizens and
widen the financial security net to
the unorganized and
underprivileged sector.

The schemes was launched by PM
in Kolkata and along with that more
than a dozen Union ministers
fanned out across the country for
the roll-out of Pradhan Mantri
Jeevan Jyoti Bima Yojana
(PMJJBY) and Pradhan Mantri
Suraksha Bima Yojana (PMSBY)
and Atal Pension Yojana (APY).
There was simultaneous nation-
wide launch of the schemes through
functions organised at 115centres in
various States and UTs. Senior
Union Ministers launched the
schemes in the following -cities:
Home Minister Rajnath Singh
(Lucknow), Finance Minister Arun
Jaitley (Mumbai), External Affairs
Minister Sushma Swaraj (Bhopal),
Urban Development Venkaiah
Naidu (Varanasi), Food, Consumer
Affairs and Public Distribution
Minister Ram Vilas Paswan (Patna)
and Road Transport and Highways
Minister Nitin Gadkari
(Bhagalpur).

Some of the highlights of these
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schemes are as follows:

1. Initiatives are aimed at
providing affordable universal
access to essential social security
protection in a convenient manner
linked to auto-debit facility from
bank accounts.

2. The schemes are expected to
address the issue of very low
coverage of life or accident
insurance and old age income in the
country.

3. A higher level of APY
enrolments from the informal




sector will ensure better life chances
for such subscribers in their post-
retirement phase and resultant
decrease in the burden on social
security under the National Social
Assistance Programme in future.

4. This will enable the
government to improve the quality
of infrastructure and also deploy
long-term savings mobilised in
other needy sectors, as the pension
contributions would be invested in
the productive sectors of the
economy.

5. The proposed insurance
schemes, PMSBY and PMJJBY will
provide much needed access to
affordable personal accident and
life cover to a vast population,
currently not having convenient and
systematic access of this nature. It
will go a long way in improving
insurance awareness and insurance
penetration in the country.

6. PMSBY will offer a renewable
one year accidental death-cum-
disability cover of Rs 2 lakh for
partial/permanent disability to all
savings bank account holders in the
age group of 18-70 years for a
premium of Rs 12 per annum per
subscriber.

7. The scheme would be
administered through public sector
general insurance companies or
other general insurance firms
willing to offer the product on
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similar terms on the choice of the
bank concerned.

8. PMJJBY on the other hand
will offer a renewable one year life
cover of Rs 2 lakh to all savings bank
account holders in the age group of
18-50 years, covering death due to
any reason, for a premium of Rs 330
per annum per subscriber.

9. The scheme would be offered

or administered through LIC or
other Life Insurance companies
willing to offer the product on
similar terms on the choice of the
bank concerned.

10. Thepension scheme will focus
on the unorganised sector and
provide subscribers a fixed
minimum pension of Rs 1,000,
2,000, 3,000, 4,000 or Rs 5,000 per
month starting at the age of 60
years, depending on the
contribution option exercised on
entering at an age between 18 and
40 years.

11. The period of contribution by
any subscriber under APY would be
20 years or more.

12. The fixed minimum pension
would be guaranteed by the
government.




Big Development Push for Chhattisgarh:
MoUs Worth Rs 24,000 cr Signed During
PM Narendra Modi's Visit

Taking his "make in India” battle cry
to the war zone of Naxalite violence,
Prime Minister Narendra Modi
initiated the process of huge
investment of Rs 24,000 crore in the
region and promised India that
insurgency would not last for long in
Chhattisgarh.

1. MoU between Government of
Chhattisgarh, National Mineral
Development Corporation (NMDC),
IRCON and SAIL for 140 km rail line
between Rowghat and Jagdalpur.
Estimated project cost: Rs 2,000
crore.

2. MoU between Ministry of Steel,
Government of Chhattisgarh, SAIL
and NMDC for 3 million ton Ultra
Mega Steel Plant with an investment

of approximately Rs 18,000 crore.

3. MoU between Government of
Chhattisgarh and NMDC for Slurry
Pipeline and 2MTPA Pellet Plant at
Nagarnar in Bastar District with an
investment of Rs 4,000 crore.

4. MoU between Government of
Chhattisgarh and SAIL for setting up
1MTPA Pellet Plant at Dalli-Rajhara,
Balod District with an investment of
Rs 826 crore.

The 140-km rail link, to be
constructed, will connect Bastar
region with important cities of the
state like Raipur, Bilaspur and Durg.
The rail link will also help in easy and
cheaper transportation of iron ore for
industries. Meanwhile, the MoU
signed for the Ultra Mega Steel Plant
project would pave way for setting up
of the plant at Dilmili (35 kms from
the Bastar divisional headquarters).
The plant, having a production
capacity of 3 million tonne per
annum, would be set up at a cost of Rs
18,000 crore by Steel Authority of
India Ltd (SAIL) and National
Mineral Development Corporation
(NMDC). The project envisages
direct and indirect employment to
over 10,000 people from the region
besides giving a boost to ancillary
industries.

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Training New Members — the Next Big
Step Forward

(BJP National General Secretary, Shri P.Muralidhar Rao, In-Charge of the
Active Members Training Programme, answers questions for The Nationalist on

the membership drive, on training of newly enrolled members etc.)

1. Membership of BJP has
crossed the 10 crore mark. Can
you tell us how will you
connect to all these members
to communicate the ideas of
the Party and out of 10 crore
members who will be the active
members or karyakartas.

The BJP membership campaign
aimed at achieving 10 crore
members should not been seen as an
isolated effort. It is part of the plan
to strengthen the Party all over the
country at booth level. This plan of
enrolment is followed up by a mass
contact programme and then by
training programmes for active
members (around 15 lakh). These
three programmes are planned as
one campaign series. After
completing all the programmes by
the end of this year, a vibrant party
with the largest number of members
and a trained karyakarta base from
booth to national levels will be in
place. New blood will be infused into
the party. The overwhelming
support of the people we received in
2014 general elections and the
mandate we got under the
leadership of Shri Narendra Modi
will be converted to the karyakarta
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base through these campaigns. The
party will become vibrant even at
places where we have been
historically weak, like South and
East India.

2. How do you look at this huge
outreach effort and can you
describe its uniqueness and
the manner in which this was
achieved.

For the first time, BJP, has taken
help of technology, particularly in
the form of mobile outreach, to do
member enrolment. Even in rural
areas youth is connected through
mobile. This has helped in enrolling
whoever is interested in becoming a
member and is connected through
mobile, avoiding the limitations of
paper enrolment. Accuracy and
speed have been the advantages of
this methodology, without which
the Party achieving the 10 crore
target, enrolling members at every




nook and corner of the country,
would not have been possible.

3. What will be the central
pillars of your training
programme?

Training programme has been
planned for every active member
who has enrolled more than 100
members. They are nearly 15 lakhs
and from different streams of
society and different geographical
regions. Training will aim to create
awareness of Party's history,
evolution, the architects of Party
and movements, basic ideology
including cultural nationalism,
integral humanism and the process
for building a party with difference.
These should be pulsated at
individual level so that the large
scale party membership drive
should achieve what it wants from
expansion.

4. What plans do you have to
ensure that every active
karyakartas understands the
core issues of the BJP? For
example cultural nationalism,
good governance &
development, integral
humanism, antyodaya etc.

BJP is a part of an ongoing national
movement for national
regeneration. Training aims at
developing the understanding of an
active worker of the party about the
basic pillars of its edifice, purpose
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for its functioning and tools in the
forms of programmes. We will
prepare amodule of these for a three
tier training programme. The base
level will be the mandal, then the
district, state and finally the
national level. Training will be
imparted at all these levels by
specially identified trainers. There
will be separate programmes for
training the trainers at district, state
and national levels. The whole
purpose of all this would be to
impart the important aspects of the
Party's core ideology and
functioning methodology down the
line from the top to bottom. The
agenda of good governance and
development will also be
communicated to karyakartas
through the programme.

5. What kind of plans do you
have to explain to the active
karyakartas about the
developmental work that the
Modi government is doing at
present so as to ameliorate the
life of the poor in the country?

The achievements of the Central
Government, particularly in areas of
development, social security for
poor and revival of rural economy
along with the best practises of the
BJP ruled state governments will be
discussed separately and in detail at
every level. The purpose of training
programme includes equipping all
the active members with




information on the true
developmental achievements of the
Central Government so that they
can act as spokespersons at their
own levels.

6. Social media has challenged
the virtue of mainstream
media in recent times. So how
will the active karyakartas of
the Party be trained so as to
spread the message of the
Party by using social media
platform?

Social media has become a very
important tool for people's
empowerment and strengthening of
the democratic process. It has not
only revealed scope for two way
communication but also removed
limitations of space and time which
conventional media suffer from.
BJP, which has been ahead of other
parties in taking advantages of
available tools in order to
strengthen the democratic process,
will take up social media as an
important aspect in our training
courses in the coming days. This will
help active members to utilise social
media tools for communicating to
the party leadership and the
government about the ground
realities in terms of infrastructure
conditions and Government's
delivery. It will also work as an agent
of information dissemination from
top to bottom.

7. Rural and urban areas
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face different kind of problems
and challenges. Similarly
different regions of the
country have different
problems. So how will you
synergise the training of
karyakartas who come from
differentregions?

We have realised the diversity of the
backgrounds of our karyakarta base
and diverse challenges which our
karyakartas need to address in order
to strengthen the Party as an
effective vehicle. We have also
incorporated different subjects
conceding the diversity related to
tribals, scheduled castes, and
women, apart from rural and urban
differences. Therefore, while
designing the training programme
for all levels, we have taken into
consideration all the factors
separately.

8. 65% population of our
country is below 35 years of
age. What kind of plans the
Party has made to ensure that
youth of this country join the
Party in large number and also
actively participate in nation
building process?

India is witnessing a huge
demographic change and the advent
of a demographic dividend.
Accepting this social reality, BJP
has taken the advantage of the
youthfulness of the large young
population during the membership




campaign. The Party is devising
various programmes to reap
demographic dividend for the next
40 years. Special programmes for
employment generation, like skill
development, will also be discussed
during the training programmes.

9. How will the karyakartas be
sensitised on the issues of
gender justice and women
empowerment? And how can
programmes like “Beti bachao
beti padhao”, “samajik
samarasta” be turned into a
social revolution with the help
of Party volunteers.

BJP as a political Party is trying to
educate the karyakartas on the
major challenges in areas of social
transformation. By taking into
account the principles of social
equity and justice, karyakartas are
being sensitised on various new
challenges including women
empowerment, environmental
sustainability etc. Along with these,
other challenges at national and
international levels will be taken up.

10. What plans do you have to
ensure that the feedback and
suggestions of all active
karyakartas of Party reaches to
the central leadership so that
they can feel involved in
decision making process of the

Party?

Extensive data was collected during
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enrolment programme and the
Party will build a database in a
scientific manner. A two way
communication channel will be
established between the Party
leadership and karyakartas. Instead
of mere periodic communication,
regular communication will be
enabled and interaction between
top leadership and grassroot level
workers will become a daily routine.
Thus the Party will be transformed
into a vibrant vehicle strengthening
the democratic spirit.

11. How will the training of
karyakartas be helpful in
developing a synergy between
the Government and the
Party?

The Government leadership has
been derived from the Party through
years of Party work and training.
They have been taking challenges at
various levels of the Party. The Party
is aware of the importance of a cadre
based movement. Elected
representatives at different levels
and Party functionaries are joining
hands together to reach out to
people. There is no basic difference
between karyakartas and leaders.
Karyakartas are leaders and leaders
are karyakartas and therefore BJP is
called a 'Party with difference'.

in the cabinet, but also to the States
when he talked of “cooperative
federalism.”

When Nehru's daughter, as Prime
Minister, conferred on her
stenographer, the rank of a Special

Ministers and the President of the
Republic in the name of the Prime
Minister”, a new low had been
reached in India's political
traditions, leading to an erosion of
the sense of collective responsibility
and accountability.

Similarly, another contribution of
the Congress to furthering the decay
of constitutional institutions was
the arrangement which ensured
that the wielders of ministerial
power were not the ministers
themselves but very often those who
were not directly accountable to the
people and formed part of a select
coterie or board of advisors and
“experts”, owing allegiance to the
supreme leader.

All such nefarious trends have at
least begun to be reversed in the last
one year. Narendra Modi was right
when he said that there was a lot of
accumulated dirt, the cleaning of six
decades of accrued political garbage
needs at least a decade of relentless
cleaning. Till then the Congress and
its leadership would do well to avoid
passing suo moto judgments on the
politics of Modi and instead
introspect on its own prospects and
future.

Why Changes Were Needed in the Land
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Acquisition Law

he Right to Fair

Compensation and

Transparency in Land
Acquisition, Resettlement and
Rehabilitation Act 2013 was recently
amended vide an ordinance dated
December 31, 2014 which is now
placed before Parliament for
discussion.

The amendments were subject to
great scrutiny as well as criticism
from various quarters. This article is
an attempt to discuss how the
amendments remove some of the
grave shortcomings in the 2013 act
and are actually the need of the hour.

The 2013 law was enacted with the
good intention of bring transparency
in land acquisition, just and fair
compensation to affected families
and to do away the infirmities of the
earlier Land Acquisition Act.

However while doing so some
shortcomings still remained in the
Act and the present ordinance is a
step to cure such shortcomings,
whereby the persons affected by the
acquisition will be more beneficial.

The first flaw in the 2013 act was in
Section 105 whereby land acquisition
under 13 Acts mentioned in the 4th
Schedule were exempted from
applicability of the Act. The
government has by way of the present
ordinance sought to make the Act of
2013 applicable to the 13 Acts which

were previously
exempted, to the
extent that, in
case of an
acquisition
under any of the
13 Acts,
determination
of compensation would be as per
Schedule 1 rehabilitation and
resettlement as per the Schedule 2
and infrastructure amenities as per
the Schedule 3 of the act of 2013.

Such an amendment would create a
balance between development and
compensation and can in no way be
interpreted to the anti-farmer.

It should also be kept in mind that
land acquisition is a sovereign power
of the State and for the sake of
development and greater public good
lands are required for projects like
hospitals, educational project etc
often on animmediate basis.

Also, one should understand the
absence of sustainable development
around villages and small towns is a
major reason for displacement of
large numbers of families from these
places to bigger towns.

Therefore, the ordinance aims at
providing a more simple acquisition
process aimed at the development
needs of India and at the same time
ensuring that land owners, who lose
their land are adequately




compensated.

The ordinance keeps in mind that
villages would be greater
beneficiaries of development and as
such attempts to strike a balance
between fair compensation to
landowners and farmers and the
development around their villages.

The government has taken all
precautions before the amendments
were proposed and though they
simplified the acquisition process for
some projects like defence, national
security, rural infrastructure,
electrification, affordable housing,
industrial corridors where linear land
is required, only if found by the
government to be in the public
interest.

However, the government has not
altered the provisions of
compensation, rehabilitation,
resettlement and infrastructure
amenities which will be decided as
per the provisions of the Act of 2013.

Therefore, the fear which has been
created in the minds of farmers about
arbitrary acquisition and
compensation on lower side is
misconceived and misleading.

The other amendment is with
respect to return of un-utilised land.
The same has also been
misunderstood by the public at large
without even looking into the
amendment. It simply provides that
in cases where the gestation period of
the project on the acquired land is
more than five years such as dams,

-

highways etc then provision of
returning back the land should apply
after such period only.

This amendment can in no way be
considered as anti-farmer.

We are living in a country where still
much development is required and
on the other hand we have to see that
farmers would not adversely effected
by such development, rather they
should be part of it and also become
beneficial from such development
and for that proper balance should be
maintained.

On one hand there should be
planned development and on other
hand if someone's land is acquired
s/he should be adequately
compensated and rehabilitated and
there should no compromise on these
aspects.

A picture has been created that the
present government is anti-farmer,
which is absolutely wrong and
created on the basis of
misinformation and poor farmers are
mislead. Prime Minister Narendra
Modi has made an appeal in
Parliament that the government will
considerate positive suggestions on
the bill and is looking for consensus
among lawmakers and affected
parties. One should read the contents
of the ordinance carefully before
coming to any conclusion.
